
 

 

One month after a 7.0 earthquake tore through Haiti, 
the United Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) 
is digging in its heels for a long-term recovery effort in  
the Caribbean nation.  UMCOR is the humanitarian  
relief and development agency of the United Methodist  
Church.  It is a large part of what makes the United  
Methodist Church a connectional church. 

Since the January 12 disaster, UMCOR has carried out an initial assessment of 
damages and needs, developed a five-year work plan, and shored up strategic 
partnerships with the United Nations, NGOs and the Methodist Church in Haiti. 
UMCOR has already leased office space and hired staff to run a field office in Haiti. 

The UMCOR work plan anticipates three phases 
of recovery: emergency, recovery and 
rehabilitation. Please visit www.umc.org to read 
details of our three phase plan. 

The plan is a òliving document,ó one that 
provides a roadmap for recovery while also taking 
into account emerging needs as relief efforts 
progress. 

The first 30 days since the earthquake has seen a 
great outpouring of solidarity with Haiti from 
United Methodists and 

 many other people of goodwill across the US.  Generous 
supporters have contributed more than $11 million to 
UMCORõs Haiti recovery plan, as well as more than 
350,000 health kits. 

Clarkston UMC has been a collection point for health 
kits for the community.  We have received many 
donations from neighbors, friends and organizations in the 
area.  We will be finishing the collect this month with 
final assembly.  As you can see it takes more than health 
kits to help Haiti. Financial support for UMCOR's relief 
efforts in Haiti can be made by placing your donation in an 
envelope and marking it òHaitió.

But it has arrived Lent is 
upon us. As we work through Lent it brings us to the light of Easter and new 
life everywhere.  Isnõt that what spring means to us as well?  The key difference 
is the way you spend the time in between.  Lent is a time for an inner search as 
we prepare for the miracle of the resurrection. 

I know you were hoping I was talking about spring.  Not quite, but for 
me itõs much the same thing.  Lent walks me through from winter into spring 
both in terms of weather and in terms of faith.  Ash Wednesday starts Lent.

Rabbi Glen Harris 
from Shema Yisrael will lead us in this celebration.  Have you ever wondered 
why scripture tells us that before the meal Jesus took the bread, and then after 
the supper he took the cup?  Rabbi Glen will shed some light on these ideas and 
more. 

I hope the reading that you study, and events like the Seder will 
prepare you for our Holy Week celebrations of Maundy Thursday, Good 
Friday, and Easter Sunday.  Preparation is the key to getting the most out of an 
experience, I hope the experience of Easter 2010 is a special God Moment in 
your lives.
