Estherõs Children Tea, Polling Place for 2010 Elections, Summer Math Camp,  
Tai Chi, Line Dancing, Flying Rhino Cycling Banquet, Scrapbooking, and  
numerous Wedding and Baby showers.  

Some of these groups meet several times a week, others meet weekly or every other 
week or for several weeks in a row. A few meet once a year. Almost all of the 
groups have at least one member of CUMC and many of the groups find 
CUMC members serving in leadership roles. Even our Parking Lot is depended 
on by the community: Diamond Tours, Taste of Clarkston, various parades, SCAMP 
home tours, as a car pool meeting place. 

This building is busy every day of the week as a community center and as a place where 
people learn about Jesus and begin to live out our Core Values of Making Disciples, 
Worship that Makes a Difference, being Committed to Christ, Biblical Hospitality and 
Transformational Mission.  Additionally, our food pantry, our mission work, VBS and 
all our educational programs that welcome anyone who walks in the door would leave 
a terrible void in our communityõs life. 

Jimmy Stewart in Itõs a Wonderful Life had a chance to see what Bedford Falls 
would be like without him ð a dismal and dreary place. It doesnõt take a leap of our 
imagination to see how the community has been strengthened by CUMCõs  presence as 
an invitational and faithful congregation. As we think about our past and our present, 
the question is: Where and to what is God calling us?  
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
