If you are unsure as to 

whether a particular musical selection is 

appropriate, please consult with the Or-

ganist and the Officiating Clergy for guid-

ance. The Officiating Clergy and Organist 

shall give final approval for all music se-

lections. 

Our Organist can make arrangements for 

vocal soloists or other instrumentalists as 

desired.  Please notify  the Organist if you 

have a soloist or instrumentalist you wish 

to perform during the ceremony.  A CD 

of organ music appropriate for Procest-

sional and Recessional music is available 

at the church office. It would be helpful 

for you to listen to this CD before     

meeting with the Organist.
